ELDER ABUSE MANDATORY REPORTING FACT SHEET
Senate Bill 13-111 requires the professional groups listed below to report to law enforcement suspected abuse, neglect or financial exploitation of person age 70.
· Physicians, surgeons, physician assistants, osteopaths, physicians in training, podiatrists, medical examiners, coroners, chiropractors.
· Registered nurses, licensed practical nurses, nurse practitioners, dentists, pharmacists.
· Hospital and long term care facility personnel engaged in the admission, care, or treatment of patients, and emergency medical service providers.
· Caretakers, staff members, employees, volunteers, or consultants for a licensed or certified care facility, agency home, or governing board, including but not limited to home health providers.
· Psychologists, other mental health professionals and social work practitioners.
· Occupational therapists, physical therapists.
· Community centered board staff.
· Clergy.
· Law enforcement officials and personnel, fire protection personnel, court appointed guardians and conservators.
· Personnel of banks, savings and loan associations, credit unions, and other lending or financial institutions.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Willful failure to report suspected abuse, neglect or financial exploitation of persons age 70 or older may result in a Class 3 Misdemeanor, with a maximum penalty of six months in jail and a fine of $750 or both.
